	Cllr. Jeremy Wilcock updated Council on the following issues:
	

	
	
1. Money is tight at ERYC and it is likely that there will be a small deficit this year.
2. A new initiative has been launched called Fairer Funding which targets areas of deprivation.  Unfortunately this only covers urban areas.
3. There is still a push to promote the 20mph speed restrictions outside schools.
4. It is noted that abuse of council staff will not be tolerated.
5. With the voting age being lowered to 16 there is a need for schools to teach pupils about democracy and an information pack will be issued.
6. There has been internal shuffling of members from one party to another.
7. There is a campaign to raise awareness of endometriosis.
8. There is a recognised problem with overhanging trees and overgrown hedges within the East Riding.

Issues pertinent to Middleton on the Wolds:

1. South Street issue – logged under reference 2355186– job has been raised.
2. Disabled parking spaces – logged under reference 2355430 – passed to the traffic department.
3. The circular walk around Middleton cannot be reinstated, due to heavy traffic making it too dangerous.
4. Verge clearance is an issue in general.
5. Caddy liners – message has been sent to ERYC on this but no reply as yet. Some residents are finding it difficult to get out to fetch them at the moment.
6. Street Scene walkabout – request that Council contacts Parish Open Door on 01482 394973.
7. Boundary Review – Middleton on the Wolds will move to the West Wolds ward.  This ward runs from Skirpenbeck to Seaton Ross.

Another comment was made that the Council had agreed to the Green Group Committee being formed so that it could get financial help towards village projects etc.

2. Queries were raised over the proposed disabled parking space and made a request that there also be spaces provided on Church Street and Back Street.

This was strongly denied by the Chairman, who advised that  the Clerk’s role is to provide guidance and that things must be done in the correct way. The question was also asked as to whether it was as a result of a cost cutting exercise.
